50 people from each demos were charged in as Plytaneis monthly and the leader was changed daily.
These representatives and officials were strictly examined their qualification (no debts, no bribes).
At the crisis of democracy, Athenian citizens appointed “Anagrapheus” to codify laws and decrees.

Bouleuterion is the Council members’ meeting place and their activities’ records repository.
Approximately 70 Bouleuterion cites are known. Some of them are accompanied with archives.
Ancient Athens had a specific space for records to preserve and use, because of new Bouleuterion.
The records were generally authentic and secured the people’s lives.

Though old Bouleuterion, that is, Metroon had been served as archives for several hundred years,
Metroon was destroyed in 267 AD by the Herules. Vandalism and Natural disaster cause such loss.
In order to hand over our cultural heritage to descendant generation, keeping peace and disaster
preparedness are important. Archivists and International Council (Boule!) on Archives can devote.
Athenian democracy realized equal opportunity among limited citizens. We can do for everyone.
